The purpose of the ordinance is to provide fair and 
equitable accesses to all navigable public waters within the City of 
Newport in the public interest.  This ordinance shall govern and regulate  
the use of all navigable waters of Lake Memphremagog, Clyde River,  
and Black River within the City Limits to ensure the protection of the  
public health, safety, and general welfare 
People with vessels in Zone A, B, and C, will need to obtain a mooring 
station permit. The cost for a mooring station is $110.00.The individual 
boaters will be responsible for care and maintenance of the mooring 
tackle placed in the location assigned. Tackle must be installed by 
Saturday July 11th 2009.
