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Project Memo Handout:

The Newport Police Department is currently utilizing last years Community Facilities grant
funding to purchase 7 new Motorola APX 8000 portable radios (Officer-worn) and 4 new APX
8500 Mobile radios (vehicle-mounted). This leaves the Department with 7 existing Motorola XTS
2500/XTS 3000 portable radios (Officer-worn) and 4 Motorola Astro Mobile radios
(vehicle-mounted). Note that the new mobile radios are multi-functional and replace two of the

old.

Unfortunately due to lack of match funding available last year, the Department was unable to
request upgrades for their full inventory of radios and needed to wait until the new fiscal year to
allocate funds to the next round of upgrades. It should also be noted that the useful life of the
existing equipment is around 10 years; Newport PD’s is approaching 20 years which limits

capacity and function.

The USDA Community Facilities grant request is to purchase 7 new Motorola APX 8000
portable radios which will be carried on Officers’ uniforms and 1 new APX 8500 Mobile radio

which will be mounted in the police vehicle.

Motorola is the only vendor that manufactures the APX radio which is what the Department
needs to seamlessly interface with existing equipment. Prices quoted are off of the State

NASPO Contract.

The total cost of the radio equipment is $52,900. The City is requesting $29,100 in Community
Facilities Grant funding and will be required to provide match totaling $23,800. Match funding
will come from the Police Departments Operations Budget.
