September 12, 2022

A duly warned meeting of the Newport City Council was held on Monday, September 12, 2022, in the
council room in the Newport Municipal Building. Present were Mayor Paul Monette, Council President
John Wilson, council members Melissa Pettersson, Chris Vachon, and Kevin Charboneau by phone, City
Clerk/Treasurer James D. Johnson, City Manager Laura Dolgin, Zoning Admin. Frank Cheney, Fire Chief
John Harlamert, Recreation Dir. Michael Brown, City Landscaper Robert Gosselin, Police Chief Travis
Bingham by phone, members of the Press and Public.

Mayor Monette called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

Approval of Minutes

Mr. Wilson moved to approve the minutes of August 15, 2022. Seconded by Mr. Vachon, motion carried
unanimously.

Comments by the Public

Update on Botanical Garden Program (attached)

Mr. Gosselin updated the council on the Botanical Garden Program.

Extra Mile Day (attached)

Mr. Wilson moved to continue with the Extra Mile Day. Seconded by Mr. Vachon, motion carried
unanimously.

Revisit the Purple Heart City sign Decision (attached)

Mr. Wilson felt the new signs should be purple and include the whole medal and the City of Newport.
Mr. Wilson moved to direct the Public Works Director to order signs with the whole medal and the city’s
name. Seconded by Mr. Vachon, motion carried unanimously.



Water/Sewer Allocation (attached)

Mr. Vachon moved to approve a Preliminary Wastewater Allocation Application and an application for
Water Allocation from Reginald Abbott for a multi-family unit on Prouty Dr. Seconded by Mr.
Charboneau, motion carried unanimously.

Annual Recreation Rates and Fees (attached)

Mr. Charboneau moved to approve the 2023 Recreation rates and fees. Seconded by Ms. Pettersson,
motion carried unanimously.

Water Meter Installation Deadline

Mr. Wilson moved to set December 31, 2029, as the deadline for the installation of water meters in the
city. This date can move forward if a grant or other financing becomes available. Seconded by Ms.
Pettersson, motion carried unanimously.

Set 2022-2023 Tax Rate (attached)

Mr. Johnson presented the council with the 2022-23 tax rates for approval. Mr. Vachon moved to
approve the 2022-23 tax rates as presented. Seconded by Ms. Pettersson, motion carried unanimously.

New Business

Mayor Monette had heard concerns about who was paying for the wall at the library. He noted that the
library has paid for the material and Public Works provided the labor.

Mayor Monette noted that WCAX would be here this week to finish installing the weather camera on
the library.

Old Business

Mayor Monette updated the council on the Grandstand Project. Indicating that after putting it out to
bid, they could not find a consultant to perform the Feasibility study because the project is to small.

Mayor Monette noted that MWA would be here September 27'to learn more about the BRELLA
Program. Mayor Monette has reservations about the program given what he knows about it and is
opposed to turning over part of Gardner Park to a third party. He would rather fund the cleanup through
the operational or capital budget.

Education This summer we had 4 students from LRUHS and NCUHS to learn this trade. This
was a 6-week course. For all of these students it was their first job. The city has received awards
for helping out the youth in our area from the Hire -ability Program.

For the 3rd year, the Garden Club gave us 120 hours of volunteer service for planting and pot filling.
The club members also take care of and plant at the flag pole at the park.

Coming up next week, 24 students from UCA will give us 75 hours of community service. They will
help plant, weed, paint around the city. They will be learning new job skills. Also, in the spring of
2023 adult education from Hire Ability will be learning about greenhouse growing with hands on
experience. Hire Ability will be providing a paid internship to these students.

Re: 2023 Fees

We have three changes to recommend to the fee structure for 2023. All other rates will remain the same for the
2022-2023 season.

1. Ten new Forest Tent sites have been added at Prouty Beach. We set the fee at $25 per night and $125
per week for this season. These sites are wooded tent sites, similar to a state park with no utilities. We

recommend their formal adoption.

2 We recommend an increase of $100 for the resident seasonal camper rate and the non-resident
seasonal camper rate at Prouty Beach. We have not raised rates in several years and have made
substantial improvements. This is in alignment with other area campground rates.

3. We recommend an increase in the mooring field rates due to increases in expenses for diver and
inspection fees.

4. The Bandwagon is being removed as it is in no condition to be rented. We are looking at options for
internal use.
