Please raise your hand to be recognized by the Mayor. Once recognized, please state your name and
address or affiliation.

Please address only the Mayor and not members of the public, staff, or presenters.

Please abide by any time limits. Time limits will be used to ensure everyone is heard and that there is
sufficient time for the Council to complete their agenda within a reasonable timeframe.

The Mayor will make a reasonable effort to allow everyone to speak once before speakers address the
Council a second time per the limited 2 minute timeline adopted on January 23, 2017.

Once public comment has been heard, discussion will be limited to the City Council members.

Please do not interrupt or mock other speakers or otherwise exhibit disruptive behavior during the City
Council meeting.

Please do not repeat the points made by others, except to indicate agreement or disagreement with
other views.

Please use the hallway for side conversations. It is difficult to hear speaker remarks when side
conversations are occurring in the Councit Chamber.

Presentations to the Council are not open to public comment. However, per the policy adopted on
December 21, 2015, matters on the agenda requiring a vote are open to public comment immediately
prior to the Council vote.

Individuals who do not abide by these procedures will be asked to leave the Council Chamber.



Council Minutes

January 9,2023

A duly warned meeting of the Newport City Council was held on Monday, January 9, 2023 in the council
room in the Newport Municipal Building. Present were Mayor Paul Monette, Council President John
Wilson, Council Members Kevin Charboneau, Melissa Pettersson, and Christopher Vachon, City Manager
Laura Dolgin by phone, City Clerk/Treasurer James D. Johnson, Public Works Director Tom Bernier,
Police Chief Travis Bingham, Fire Chief John Harlamert, City Landscaper Robert Gosselin, Program
Administrator Rebecca Therrien, members of the Press and Public.

Mayor Monette called the meeting to order at 6:35 PM.

Approval of Minutes

Mr. Vachon moved to approve the minutes of December 19, 2022. Seconded by Ms. Pettersson, motion
carried unanimously.

Newport Ambulance Annual Contract

Mr. Charboneau moved to approve the Newport Ambulance Contract. Seconded by Mr. Vachon. During
discussion it was noted that some dates and wording needed to be changed. Mr. Vachon withdrew his
second and Mr. Charboneau withdrew the motion. Mr. Wilson moved to table the contract until next
_council meeting. Seconded by Ms. Pettersson, motion carried unanimously.

Authorization to Conduct a Tax sale

Mr. Wilson moved to authorize the City Manager to start the tax sale process. Seconded by Ms.
Pettersson, motion carried unanimously.

Approval of Land Conveyance with Mater Dei Parish Charitable Trust

Ms. Pettersson moved to approve the Quitclaim Deed from the City to Mater Dei Parish Charitable Trust
conveying a 0.24 acre, more or less, parcel of land located westerly of Raymond Ave. with approximately
53 feet of frontage thereon that may have been known as “Tuck Lane”, and to authorize the City
Manager and/or the Mayor to execute any documents needed to close this transaction and complete
the conveyance, including but not limited to the Quitclaim Deed and the Notice of Sale of Municipal Real
Estate. Seconded by Mr. Charboneau, motion carried unanimously.
